Kraus Moved, seconded by Shaffer to approve RESOLUTION #454 FOR PETTY CASH FUND AND POLICIES ON THE USE. Roll Call Vote: Ayes: Kraus, Shaffer, Fedeler. Nays: none. Motion carried. 

Fedeler moved, seconded by Shaffer to approve vacation time pay out for Mary Jo Brown. All ayes, motion carried. 

The Council reviewed 3-year contract from Municipal Pipe Tool. The Council wants to have City Clerk research other vendors before approving. The Council discussed potential renters and use of the medical building property.
